2008 Recreational and   
Competitive Volleyball Registration 

 
 

 FVAA Volleyball registration for girls and boys will begin on January 2, 2008 and will continue through the deadline 
of FRIDAY, FEBRUARY 29, 2008.  To register participants need to complete the registration form, have one of their parents 
or guardians sign the liability waiver on the form and submit it with the registration fee of $65.00.  (Please make check or 
money order payable to the FVAA or indicate credit card information on registration form).   Registration forms received 
after the deadline will be placed on a waiting list and charged a $10.00 late fee.  Late registrants, including returning 
players, will be assigned to a waiting list and unless an opening is available, will not be eligible to participate this 
season.  
 

All players participating on a Fuquay-Varina Volleyball Team MUST be members of the FVAA.  Be sure to 
renew your FVAA Membership, or join the FVAA when registering for volleyball.   Membership fees are $65.00 for families 
outside the city limits and $40.00 per family inside the city limits.   

 

New participants are required to furnish a copy of their Birth Certificate at the time of registration. 
 
 
 

LEAGUES / AGES 
The spring season will be for girls who will be 9 and no older than 18 on Sept. 1, 2008 and boys who will be 9 and no 

older than 14 on Sept. 1, 2008.  The following is how the leagues will be broken down: 
 

BRONZE League (Recreational) is for beginners with minimal or no experience ages 9-11.  The Bronze league 
may consist of boys and girls.  The Bronze league will be an introduction to basic skills.  Games will probably be on 
Saturdays.  The evaluation for the Bronze league will be Tuesday, March 11th at the Fuquay Varina Communtiy Center 
Gym at 6:30 PM.   All players are strongly encouraged to attend the evaluation! 

 

SILVER league – may consist of players who are 12-14.  Players in this recreational league usually have prior 
volleyball experience such as school ball or FVAA league play.  The players in the Silver league should have knowledge of 
and attempt the basic skills of volleyball: passing, setting, spiking and serving.   The Evaluation for the SILVER league will 
be Tuesday, March 11th beginning at 7:30 PM at the Fuquay Varina Community Center Gym.   All players are 
strongly encouraged to attend the evaluation!
  

GOLD League may consist of players who are 12-18 yrs old.  Players in this recreational league usually have several 
seasons of school ball or FVAA league play.  Players should be able to consistently execute volleyball skills, perform 
offensive and defensive positioning in fast paced competitive game situations.  The Evaluation for the GOLD league will be 
Thursday, March 13th beginning at 7:00 PM at the Fuquay Varina Community Center Gym.   All players are strongly 
encouraged to attend the evaluation!  

 
PLATINUM League may consist of players who are 12-18 yrs old.  Players in this competitive league usually have 

several seasons of school ball, FVAA league play and/or travel volleyball experience.  Players should be able to consistently 
execute volleyball skills, perform offensive and defensive positioning in fast paced competitive game situations.  The 
Evaluation for the PLATINUM league will be Thursday, March 13th beginning at 7:00 PM at the Fuquay Varina 
Community Center Gym.   All players are strongly encouraged to attend the evaluation! 

 
If registration is not sufficient for a minimum of four (4) teams in these leagues, a different age 

breakdown will be utilized! 
 

SPECIAL REQUESTS 
If a parent wishes a participant to play in a league, either above or below the league stipulated by the birth 

date.  A written request must be made within 48 hours after evaluation.  The Volleyball Committee will make the 
determination, and you will be notified of their decision prior to the drafts. 

 
 

PRACTICE  /  GAMES 

Practice is scheduled to begin in mid March.  Practices and games will be held at the W. O. Council Gym on the 
corner of Ennis and Academy Street or the Fuquay Varina Community Center gym located at 820South Main Street.  Practices 
will be evenings and some Saturdays.  Games start mid April and the season should be complete by mid June.

Communtiy Center Gym located at 820 S. Main Street.  (Only those that have registered may be evaluated) All players are 
strongly encouraged to attend the evaluation for placement in the correct league!
